Meadows Board Meeting

August 2025
A meeting of the Meadow’s Homeowners Association Board was held at Blue Gill Grill for the purpose of discussing landscape and other transaction of any business that may properly come before the Board.

The meeting was called to order at 7:30 p.m. by President, Diane Littleton
No previous minutes were reviewed or approved.
Treasurers Report:  Leigh Hammontree was not at the meeting but reported that the lien on a home failing to pay their dues was paid in full.  

NEW BUSINESS:


Landscape Report:  Both entrances to the subdivision are in need of work. Earlier in the spring homeowners pitched in to clean the entrances up, realizing that we cannot ask everyone to pitch in again.  In addition, some of the trees have died on the Pine Hollow entrance and weeds are taking over both entrances.  There are also weeds at the park and some trees need to be trimmed away from the sidewalks.  Jeff Chant pulled the bushes in the median out but did not dig up the roots. Jack Barron, who was in attendance at the meeting, volunteered to have someone look at the two entrances and see what it would cost to remove the weeds and dig up the roots as well as putting a weed barrier down and then mulch.  Estimate would also include removal of weeds and trimming overgrown bushes at the park. 

The Board also discussed a potential increase in dues.  We didn’t decide on a number, but were in fair agreement that with increased prices for everything (landscaping and snow removal/salting, etc.) we may have to increase the dues.  We agreed to make neighbors aware of this POTENTIAL increase on the webpage, minutes, and with an email from Diane to addresses we have.  

OLD BUSINESS:
The Board discussed the issue of a raised block of sidewalk near the entrance at Coleman Road.  A decision must be made as to whether the homeowner or the association needs to fix this hazardous situation.  Diane said she would talk to Bath Township and check on maps in order to determine this.  
Board members also discussed obtaining the meeting room at the Haslett Library for future meetings since it is difficult to meet at restaurants due to noise and taking up their tables.
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New residents in the subdivision will now be sent a letter to welcome them and let them know who the Board members are and given the Bylaws of the association.

The meeting was adjourned at 8:20 p.m.
